DIPLOMA IN EUROPEAN LANGUAGES

The European Languages shall include English, Russian, German, and French. A

candiilate may offer one ofthe languages for the diploma at a time.

A candidate, who after passing his/her Bachelor's degree or the third year B. E.

examination o. the First M.B.B.S. examination or any equivalent examination, has

completed a rcgular course of shrdy in the Uhiversity Teachihg Departnent or ahy

college allliated to the Univerciry for one academic year, shall be admitted to the

Diploma in European Languages examination.

Provided however, candidates shrdying for their Post-graduat€ degree Inay also join

this course and take the examination simultaneously wiih the other exarnination.

The students ofthis course will be feated as casual and shall not be entitled to the

privileges and facilities accorded to the regular students.

The examination shall consist of lwo $Titten papers (each ca[ying 100 marks) ofthree

hours duration each.

Candidates securing 60o% or more marks in the aggregate of lwo u,ritten papers shall

be declared to have passed in the First class, those obtaining less than 60% but not less

than 4t% in the Second class and those obtaining less than 48% but not Iess than 36%

in the Third class.
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
