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Ordinance No. 26
Bachelor of Law (LL.B) Examination

I . There shall be the following three examinations for the degree of Bachelor of Law viz

1. LL.B (Part l) Examination at the end of fiIst year of the course.

2. LL.B. (Part -II) Examination at the end of second year ofthe course.

3. LL.B (Part III or Final) Exarnination at the end of third year ofthe course.

These examinations shatl be held at Raipur and such other place as the Academic
Council or the Executive Council may determine ftom time to time.

Candidate who holds a Bachelor's or Master's Degree with at least 40oZ marks irl the

aggregate of the University or an examination recognised equivalent thereto by the
Univenity shall be eligible for the admisstion in LLB. Pafi-l class. If students are

admitted on the basis of entrance test held by the respective college or by the Teaching

Deparknent of University otherwise the percentage should be 45% for admission if
such admitted student has proseouted a regular coulse of study for one acadmic year in
the University Deparhnent of Law or ary law college affiliated to the Uriversity shall

be eligible for admission to LL.B Part -I Exanination.

Only such person shall be eligibte for admission to LL.B (Part -III or Final)
ExaminatioN who has passed LL.B Part I and LL.B. Part -lI Examinations

respectively of this University or of an equivalent Uriiversity recognised in this behalf
and has also prosecuted a regular course of study during the academic year for the
proposed examination of this University.

Provided, however, that a student, who after having passed LL.B, (Part- I) or
LL.B. (PartJI) Exa.mination ftom another University, is admitted to LL.B (PartJI) or
LL.B. (Part -III) ctass, as the case may be, shall also be required to pass in those

subjects which were included in the syllabus of LL.B Pafi I or LL.B Part-II of this

Universiry but were not prescribed for the corresponding examination of such other

University. Such student shall flot be declared successful at the LL.B. PartlII or Final
Examination until he/she has, in addition to the papers prescdbed for the said

examination passed in the subjects refened to ir this provision.

Provided further that a student, who after having passed LL.B (PartJ) or LL.B
(Part-ll) Examination ftom another University is admitted to LL.B (PartJI) or LL.B
(PartJII) ctass as the case may be, may be exempted in the said examination from
appearing in those papem/subjects which he/she had offered at his,/her previous

examination irt the other University and had passed therein.
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s. (i) Prosecution of a regular coulse of study for one academic year means atleast

75oZ attendance of the lectues and tutorials held dudng the academic session

in each subject/paper. The duration of instructions impaxted in the

Collegerunive$ity, Teaching Department shall be for a minimum period of
thJee hours on each working day and two hundred working days ordinarily in
the academic year.



Provided that deficiency in attendance may be condoled on assignment
of good cause and in accordance with the provisions of Ordinarce No 6

relating to Examinations (General) to the extent of 66yo.

The strength of a section in law class shall not exceed 80 pupils(ii)

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Not with standing an),thing co[tained in the foregoing provisions, women
cardidates residing withir the territorial jurisdiction of this University shall be

eligible for admission to the examinations to the degree of Bachelor of Laws
witiout prosecuting a regular course of study afore-state, if they are otherwise

eligible.

Provided that the attention of woman candidates appearing pdvately, is &avm
to Rule l0 (iii) of the Bar Council of lndia Rules providing that a degree in Law
obtained from any University by private candidates is not rccognised for the purpose

ofe olment as an advocate.

7 In order to be successful in any of the LL.B Pafi-I. LL.B. Pan -ll and LL.B. PartJII
(Final) Examination, the examinee must obtain atleast 360Z marks in each paper and in
the aggregate atleast 48% of the total marks for each examination. ExamiDees who
obtain 60% marks or above in the aggregate of the total marks in all the three
examinatios taken together shall be placed in First Division and the rest of the
successful examinees shall be placed in Second Division.

(a) There shall be supplementary examination for each part, in the Faculty of Law,
for the following categories of Law students.

(D \Vho obtain 48% marks in the aggregate but fail in one paper only

(i0 Who pass in all papers but fail to obtain 48% in aggregate

(b) (D Students coming under clause (a-i) will be permitted at their option, to
appear at next examination in the paper, in which they had failed. They
shall be declared to have passed the examination if they obtain
minimum pass marks in the said paper.
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(ii) Students coming under clause (a-ii) wilt be permitted at their optio[ to
appear at the next examination not morc than two papers in which they
had secued the lowest marks. They shall be declared to have passed

the examination if they pass in each of the aforesaid papers and the
total aggregate of ma*s (i,e.) taking into accorDt the ma*s obtained in
such papers and the remaining papers of the preceding examination is
480lo or more.

(c) Students who have failed in any one paper only and have-also failed to
obtain 4802 marks on the aggregate will be permitted at their option to
appear at the next examination in the paper in which they had failed.
They shall be declared to have passed the examination if they pass in
the paper and obtain the total aggregate of Marks (i.e. taking into
account the marks obtained in the paper and the remaining papers of
the preceding examination i,e. 48oZ or more.)

A candidate who is declared eligible to appear at the supplementary examination in
accordance with the provision of para 8 above, sha.ll be eligible for admission to the
next higher class. However in case if he fails at the supplementary examination ofthe
lower class his admission ofhigher class will be treated as cancelled.
The award of division. to a candidate who has passed LL.B Part -III examination by
appearing at the supplementary examination for any pa thereof while being placed in
either category as prescdM in clause 8 (a) (i) and (ii) or covered under clause 8 (c)
will be made in accordance with the Eovision of clause 7 of this Ordinance. For the
purpose of determining the aggregate, following procedue shall be followed i

(a) For the candidate placed in the supplementary exarnination rmder category (a)
(i) of clause 8 of Ordinance the total aggregate of marks to be carded over for
determining the division at the Final examination of the paper in which he
appeared at the supplementary examination.

For the candidate ptaced in the supplementary examination under category (a)

(ii) or covered under (c) of clause 8 of the Ordinance the marks obtained if he

passes at that part of the examination (i,e. LL.B Part-I or LL B Part-II or LL.B
Part -III whichever tlrc case may be) will be carried over and taken in to
account for determining the division at the final examination.

Such a candidate will neither be ranked in the merit list nor shall be entitled to

any award.
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
