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REVISED ORDINANCE No. 62

DIPLOMA IN PHOTOGRAPHY

Candidates possessing Bachelor's degrce ftom a recognized University or three-year

Diploma in Engineering from a recognized pobtechnic shatl be eligible for admission

to the Diploma in photography course ofthis University.

The students of this course will be treated as casual students and shall not be entitled

to the privileges and facilities accorded to the regular students. However, these

students may appear at any other examination of the University along with the

examination of this course.

The cardidates admitted to this co'rse shall be required to pay the following fees:-

a) Tution Fee Rs. 300/- per session

b) Laboratory fees Rs. 50/- per sessior

c) Caution money Rs. 50/- (refundabte)

d) Photogaphic Excursions fee Rs. 50/-

The Diptoma in Photoga.phy examination shall consist of h{o parts:

(l) Written Examination consisting ofone theory paper carrying 100 marks.

(2) Practical Examination carrying 200 marks.

The break-up ofthe marks in the practical examination shall be as follows:

(a) Sessional marks to be awarded on the basis of actual performarce

during the relevant academic session as evinced from tie practical

record book - 100 marks.

(b) Pmctical Examination of 18 hours duation spread over a period of

tkee days - 100 marks.

In order to pass at the examination a candidate will be required to secue at least 50

percent marks in theory and practical sepamtely, Candidales securing 60 percent

marks in the aggregate shall be declarcd to have passed the examimtion with medt

and the rcrnaining successfirl candidates shall be declarcd to have passed the

examination in pass division.
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
