BACHELOR OF ARTS (CLASSICS)

The three year course has been broken up into three parts-Part-I known as B.A.
Classics Part-I examination at the end ofthe first year, Part-II known as B.A. Classics

Part-ll exarnination at the end of the sGoond year and Part-III Known as B.A. Classics

Part-III examination at the erd ofthe thhd year.

A candidate who, after passing (10+2) or Intemediate Examination of C.G. Board of
Secondary Education, Raipur or any other examination recognised by the Urivelsity
or C.G. Board of Secondary Education as equivalent thereto, has attended a regular

course of study in an afntated College or in the Teaching Department of the

University for one academic yea.r shall be eligible for appeariflg at the B.A. Classics

Part-I examination.

A candidate who, alter passing B.A. Classics Part-I examination ofthe UniveNity, has

attended a regular course of study for one academic year in an affiliated College or in

the Teaching Department ofthe University, shall be eligible for appearing at tbe B.A.

Classics Part-II exarnination.

A candidate who, after passing the B.A. Classics Part II exarnination of the

University, has compteted a regular course of study for one academic year in an

a.ffiliated College or in the Teaching Department ofthe University shall be eligible for
appeadng at the B.A. (Final Classics) Classics Part III exarnination.

Besides regular students and subject to their compliance with this Ordinance, ex-

students and non-collegiate candidates shall be eligible for admission to the

examination as per provisions of Ordinance No. 6 rclating to Examinations (General).

Prcvided that non-collegiate candidate shall be permitted to offer only such

subjectVpapers as are taught to the regular students at any of the Universiry Teaching

Depafiment or College.

7. Any candidate who has passed the B.A. Classics Examination of the University shall

be allowed to present himself for examination in any of the additional subjects

prescribed for the B.A. Classics Examination and not taken at the Degree examination
Such candidate will have to first appear and pass the B.A Classics Part-l & Pan-II
examination in the subject, which he proposes to offer, and then the B.A Classics Part

- III examination in the same subject. Successful candidates will be given a certificate
to that effect.

In order to pass at any of the three-year degree couse examination an examinee must

obtain not less than 33oZ ofthe total ma*s in each subject/group of subjects. In groups

where both theory and practical exarninations are provided, an examinee must pass in
both theory and practical part oftle examination separately.

Candidates will have to pass separately to the B.A. Classics Part I, Part - II and Part

- III examinations. No division shall be assigned on the result of Part - I and Pan-II
examinatiom. The division in which a candidate is placed at the Final examination

shall be determined on the basis ofthe aggegate of total marks obtained in the Part -
I, Part II and Part - III examinations.
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Provided in case of a candidate who has passed the B.A Classics Part - I and Part - II
examination through the supplementary examination having failed in one subject only,

the total aggegate marks for being carried over for determining the division shall

include actual marks obtained ir the subject in which he appeared at the

supplementary examination.

Successful examinees at the Part - III exar[ination obtaining 60% or more marks shall

be placed in First Division. Those obtaining less than 60% but not less than 459lo

marks in the Second Division and other successful examinees in the Third Division
